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INTRODUCTION

William Barnes was born in 1801 in the hamlet of Bagber, a mile or so

from Sturminster Newton in Dorset. His family were just above farm

labourers and his circumstances were modest. He died in 1886 at

Winterborne Came, a mile or so from Dorchester, where he had been

vicar for the last 20 years of his life. In the intervening time, he drew

and engraved some lovely images of Dorset, had his own rolling

press, kept a school, married and gave in marriage, raised a family of

six successful children, wrote and published a number of textbooks

(one, Elements of linear perspective 1842, illustrated with 60 of his own

woodcuts), become an expert philologist, with a number books to his

credit, not only on the dialect of Dorset, but also general theories of

the science (A philological grammar 1854; An outline of speech-craft 1878),

published on history (Notes on ancient Britain 1858), economics (Views
of labour and gold 1859) and mathematics (A mathematical investigation of
the principles of hanging doors, gates, swing bridges 1835) graduated at

Cambridge, took Holy Orders, and Qnally wrote the most distinctive

and enduring body of verse in the Dorset dialect and in standard

English. His admirers run from Thomas Hardy (who wrote a famous

poem The last signal... a memory of William Barnes and edited his verse)

to Philip Larkin “a unique part of the variegated richness of nine-

teenth-century English poetry. His view of nature is clear, detailed

and shining, full of exquisite pictorial miniatures: his view of human

life is perceptive, compassionate and sad.”

Collecting Barnes has never been easy; of his early text books

several have vanished without trace, and one is represented by a

single detached title in the Dorset County Museum. His Qrst book of

poetry Poetical pieces 1820, is known only from a copy in the same

institution. The present collection, the best remaining in private

hands, is the life-time achievement of the scholarly bookseller, James

Stevens-Cox, FSA, 1910–97. He was educated at Bristol Grammar

School, where he came under the inRuence of a remarkable head-

master, John Barton. Thanks to him, Stevens-Cox read Hardy and this

quickly led to Barnes. His enthusiasm deepened when in 1953 he

moved his bookshop to Beaminster



Sweet Be’mi’ster, that bist a-bound

By green an’ woody hills all round,

Wi’hedges reachen up between

A thousan’ vields o’zummer green.

At an early date Stevens-Cox realised the need for a proper biblio-

graphy. He systematically collected whenever the opportunity o=er-

ed; if he bought a private library (quite a common occurrence in those

days) he kept the Barnes and made speciQc purchases elsewhere. He

was keen to Qnd examples of all issues and binding variants, as well as

a complete roster of titles.

A few omission have been made good by Maggs Bros (see list below)

and now the only items missing which could reasonably have been

expected are Jacob Poole’s A glossary ... of the old dialect of the English
colony in the Baronies of Forth and Bargy 1867, which has an introduction

by Barnes, and a number of reviews and short articles, mostly in The
gentlemen’s magazine. A number of the titles present are very rare indeed

(see items 3, 55, 150) and surely represent a last chance, as they did for

Stevens-Cox all those years ago. The collection includes two mag-

niQcent letters from Barnes to his daughter Lucy, which have a double

biographical interest (see items 181, 186) and the evocative Church

book kept by Barnes and his churchwardens (see item 263).

The late Dr Bernard Jones – the Qrst modern editor of Barnes – very

much encouraged Stevens-Cox in what they both hoped might be a

joint bibliography. The collection grew happily but time ran out; ars
longa, vita brevis.

The present catalogue is not the full bibliography that Barnes

merits, but it describes many binding variants for the Qrst time, and

attempts to solve at least one intractable bibliographical problem (see

item 25). Even the apparent duplicates have much to tell about the

reception of Barnes; the early books almost all Dorset owned, the

later more widely spread. Barnes still awaits his bibliographer; like-

wise an editor for a variorum edition of the verse (it has only recently

been realised that Barnes made substantial alterations between edi-

tions). These tasks would certainly be made easier if one had the

contents of the present catalogue to hand. In the hope that it can be

kept together we are o=ering it as a collection before pricing it for

individual sale.

The catalogue is arranged in 8 sections, of which the Qrst is Barnes’

works arranged in alphabetical order by title. The Qrst entry for each

title includes a collation, together with such information about publi-

cation as we could glean from The Publishers’ Circular and its summary

and index: The English Catalogue of Books (ECB). The sequence after the

Qrst entry of a title is roughly chronological i.e. remainder bindings

should be at the end.

Information about price, format

and so on in the catalogue follows the collations and is drawn from

the Publishers’ Circular (and failing that the summary and index which

has a separate title, viz. English catalogue of books). It will be noticed that

this varies in detail, and is sometimes not completely accurate. In

several cases the references given in the indices are misprints, so

some information has not been retrieved. We used the run in the St

Bride library and would like to thank the library sta= for their

assistance. The reprint of the dictionary in Prose Works omits the

colophon on title verso. There seems to be only one copy outside the

UK, viz Yale, and that John Sparrow’s copy, a recent purchase, ex.

Quaritch English books, Feb. 2003, £1250, binding badly worn.

Pickard-Cambridge (PC hereafter) dates it 1841 and notes “published

by (?)”.

facsimile omits the colophon on the last page, and the copy used is

not stated (it is not BL since their copies are attributed). “Prompted by

the Reform Bill, he published what seems likely to be the Qrst ‘Civics’

textbook” – Hearl p. 103. The DCM copy was given by Richard

Bartelot in 1924.

In Barnes scrapbook VII in DCM

has been pasted WB’s own list of his works, with some associated

letters. This list is in his hand, is in rough chronological order, and

includes hugger-mugger, manuscripts which were never published,

books he illustrated, and books he wrote. It was clearly used by Scott

to compile her list Appendix II, published works, which she did by

turning out the Qrst and second categories in her father’s list and

printing what remained. Under the heading 1864, 1865 appears Qrst

“I wrote a version of the psalms”, then our Guide to Dorchester is listed.

Then follows 1866 the Qrst entry being On the Welsh triads. If one looks

back in the WB list then you Qnd that the books he illustrated are

listed Qrst under author’s names; the fact that the Guide is anonymous

has, I suggest, caused Scott to include it in the wrong category, WB

was claiming the illustrations, not the text. Since Scott every writer on

Barnes has listed it as a work from his pen, e.g. “wrote a useful little

guide to Dorchester. It bears neither his name nor date of publica-

tion” – Dugdale p. 157. This has caused bibliographical problems

which are set out by Bernard Jones in his article ‘William Barnes’

guide to Dorchester’, Book Collector 1986. A clariQcation of this, with

which our hypothesis sits very comfortably, is given by Richard

Wilding, ‘The Qrst edition of William Barnes’ Guide to Dorchester’,

(Dorset NH & Archaeological Soc. Proceedings, vol. 110, 1988, p. 22).

Naturally a guide book of this nature would often be reprinted, with

minor alterations; this copy dates Fanny Burney “eighty” years ago

(see Jones p. [5]), suggesting a date of c. 1870; and the vicar of St

Peters is E. W. Pears, inducted in 1864. In the illustrations an

engraving of St Peter’s after Pouncy has supplanted the engraving by

Barnes. But four of his woodcuts remain: plans of Maiden Castle, the

amphitheatre, Poundbury and the e<gy in St Peters, where the

signature WB can clearly be seen. Keen & Lindgren p. 13 quote a note

by Barnes in Scrapbook I that he improved the Savage blocks “for the

last edition of the ‘Guide to Dorchester’, printed by Mr. Foster, to

whom they now belong”.

£15 from Russell Smith, the publisher, for liberty to print 400 copies” –
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Scott p. 163. This suggests that the print run for earlier J. R. Smith titles

can hardly have been more than this number, and was probably

smaller. A letter from Smith to Barnes in Scrapbook VII, dated 2 Dec.

1858 must refer: “I am busy with a catalogue issued this week. I shall

publish the Poems next week, they are in the binders hands...”

Allingham Qrst visited in 1864 he “was then publishing Laurence
BloomQeld in Ireland, and the reckless way in which he corrected his

proofs, often rewriting the whole verse, highly amused the Dorset

poet, who, out of tender regard to his printers, made very few

corrections” – Scott p. 220. Allingham had lent Barnes Senchus Mor
which must be the second volume of Ancient laws of Ireland which had

just been published (Dublin, 1865) and he adds in a PS “I am very

thankful for the use of the Senchus Mor without which I could not

have beaten the unbelievers.”

1881”. This shows Herbert Simmonds as the gardener, so he was

perhaps the young man who went to Bournemouth. The widowed

and well o= Mrs Shaw, née Isabel Barnes, was to re-marry in 1882.
